Most people enter analysis because some issue or tension in arelationship motivates them to
wonder about themselves. In thisway the psyche movesN from desire for connection, to
frustration, to examination of barriers, to reflection on the inner life, to return greater
consciousness to the lived life. Our relationships contribute to our individuation process and lead
us to the elemental question: What does the soul want? Today relationships are challenged as
never before by the fast-moving, self-centered materialism that is our cultural milieu. The lecture
and workshop will speak to the problems facing the two most difficult aspects of relationshipsN
commitment and abandonmentN and will include examples, particularly from the myth of
Dionysus and Ariadne.

The workshop will stay focused with the theme and will offer participants the opportunity to
share personal experiences. Individuation involves collective and deep archetypal processes,
which will be amplified during the workshop process.

In Volume 5 of the Collected Works, C. G. Jung wrote about the Gwumerous mythological and
philosophica attemptsE to formulate and visualize the creative force which man knows only by
subjective experience.(§198) In thislecture, Lucie will examine some of the mythology
surrounding Aphrodite, the Greek image of the creative force, in an effort to illuminate and
differentiate some of the delights, challenges, and disasters of that Gubjective experienceOthat
await asoul in the throes of avisitation from this alluring and dangerous goddess. As sexudlity,
Aphrodite isomnipresent in our culture and in our consulting rooms. Sheis as troublesomein her
absence, as apathy and depression, as sheisin her excess as compulsion and obsessiveness. As
an image of the soul @ creative force, Aphrodite brings new life into existence. Jung writes: Ot is
not without reason that the dove of Aphrodite isthe symbol of the Holy Ghost.O

With the
help of images from ancient and modern art (many of which are from the pre-Raphaglite period),
we shall attempt to catch a sense of the beauty and power of this eternal tale, illuminating one of
the greatest mysteries of life, the mystery of Love.
